� Clip upper and lower case letters. 
� Clip numbers 1-10. 
� Clip letters to spell your first and last name. 
� Find letters to spell the name of a brother or sister. 
� Clip pictures of people who resemble family members. 
� Find color words and circle them with the appropriate 
color. 

� Find pictures of community helpers (firefighters, nurses, doctors, etc.) 
� Find pictures of transportation (car, motor home, bicycle, plane, etc.).  
� Clip pictures of food you like from the ads. Discuss nutrition and select foods 

for a balanced meal. 
� Clip apart the frames in a comic strip and put them back in the correct order. 
� Remove the words from a comic strip and rewrite the punch line. 
� Find and circle examples of squares, circles, and triangles. 
� Clip and mount all the words you can find that begin with the letter “A.” 
� Find degrees of things, such as small, smaller, and smallest. 
� Find pictures of farm animals and label. 
� Find a picture of a boy or girl. Identify the emotions of the child pictured. 
� Find pictures of 10 items you have in your home. 
� Circle vowels and consonants in the headlines. 
� Find five double vowels in the headlines. 
� Clip pictures of things you drink. 
� Clip a picture from the newspaper and tell a story about that photo. 
� Count the number of headlines on the front page. 
� Go shopping! Find something you or someone in your family would 

like to have.
